US unemployment drops to
5.4% in July amid resurgence

Washington,
The unemployment
ratein the US droppedto 5.4
per centin July amid a resur-
gence of Covid-19,but there
was also an addition of
943,000 jobs, the Labour De-
partment reported.

The latest data followed
upwardly revised job
growth of 938,000 in June
and upwardly revised in-
crease of 614,000 in May,
according to the report re-
leased on Friday by the
Department’s Bureau of
Labour Statistics.

In July, job gains were
notable in leisure and hos-
pitality,in local government
education, and in profes-
sional and business services,
Xinhua news agency
quoted the report as saying.

Employment in leisure
and hospitality increased by
380,000, with two-thirds of
the job gainin food services
and drinking places, the re-
port said, but noting that
the figure was down by 1.7
million, or 10.3 per cent,
from its pre-pandemic level.

The unemployment rate

fell by 0.5 percentage point
to 5.4 per cent, after unex-
pectedly rising by 0.1 per-
centage point to 5.9 per
cent in the previous month.

The measure was down
considerably from its recent
high in April 2020, but re-
mained well above the pre-
pandemic level of 3.5 per
cent.The number of unem-
ployed persons decreased
by 782,000 to 8.7 million, still
well above the pre-pan-
demic level of 5.7 million,
according to the report.
Among the unemployed,
the number of persons on
temporary layoff fell by
572,000 to 1.2 millionin July,
but still 489,000 above the
February 2020 level.

The number of perma-
nent job losers, meanwhile,
declined by 257,000 to 2.9
million in July, 1.6 million
higher than in February 2020.
The labour force participation
rate was little changed at 61.7
per cent in July and has re-
mained within a narrow
range of 61.4 per centto 61.7
per cent since June 2020, ac-
cording to the report.—IANS

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WhatsApp head blasts Apple
over its tools to curb child abuse

San Francisco,
WhatsApp Head Will
Cathcart has slammed
Apple over its plans to
launch photo identification
measures that would iden-
tify child abuse images in
iOS photo libraries, saying
the Apple software can scan
all the private photos on
your phone which is a clear
privacy violation.

Stressing that WhatsApp
will not allow such Apple
tools to run on his platform,
Cathcart said that Apple has
long needed to do more to
fight child sexual abuse ma-
terial (CSAM), “but the ap-
proach they are taking intro-
duces something very con-
cerning into the world”

“I read the information
Apple put out yesterday and
I'm concerned. | think this is
the wrong approach and a
setback for people’s privacy
all over the world. People
have asked if we'lladopt this

system for WhatsApp. The
answer is no,” he posted in
a Twitter thread late on Fri-
day.

“Instead of focusing on
making it easy for people to
report content that’s shared
with them, Apple has built
software that can scan all
the private photos on your
phone — even photos you
haven't shared with anyone.
That’s not privacy”

OnThursday, Apple con-
firmed plans to deploy new
technology within iOS,
macOS, watchOS, and
iMessage that will detect
potential child abuse imag-
ery, but clarified crucial de-
tails from the ongoing
project.

According to a report in
The Verge, for devices in the
US, new versions of iOS and
iPadOS rolling out this fall
have “new applications of
cryptography to help limit
the spread of CSAM online,

while designing for user pri-
vacy”

Cathcart, however, said
that this is an Apple built
and operated surveillance
system that could very eas-
ily be used to scan private
content for anything they or
a government decides it
wants to control.

“Countries where
iPhones are sold will have
different definitions on
what is acceptable,” he
added. Apple has said that
other child safety groups
were likely to be added as
hash sources as the
programme expands.

“Will this system be used
in China? What content will
they consider illegal there
and how will we ever know?
How will they manage re-
quests from governments
all around the world to add
other types of content to
the list for scanning?”asked
Cathcart.

/Aussie PM rules out mandatory \
Covid vaccine laws
Canberra,

Australian Prime Minister Scott Morrison has
ruled out introducing new laws that would allow
employers to mandate Covid-19 vaccines.

Morrison said on Friday that employers may
wish to enforce a “reasonable directive” that staff
must be vaccinated against Covid-19 but that it
must be “consistent with the law’ Xinhua news
agency reported.

It came after a meeting of the National Cabinet
during which the government’s top law adviser, the
solicitor-general, briefed the prime minister and
state and territory leaders on legal issues surround-
ing mandatory vaccinations.

Morrison said that there were some situations
where employers could mandate vaccines but that
the government would not introduce laws for wider
mandates.

As of Friday about half of the Australian popula-
tion was in lockdown in three states to prevent the
spread of Delta variant of Covid-19.

The state of Victoria and some regional areas of
the state of New South Wales (NSW) are the latest
ones joining the ongoing lockdown gripping both
the Greater Sydney and its surrounding areas, as well
as part of the state of Queensland. —IANS

Cambodia lifts travel ban on
travellers from India

Cambodia has lifted a ban on travellers from

India after the latter country has witnessed a de-

cline in new Covid-19 cases, Health Minister Mam
Bunheng said in a statement.

Prime Minister Hun Sen approved the lifting of
the ban, Bunheng said late Friday night,adding that
the removal will take effect from Saturday onwards,
reports Xinhua news agency.

The Southeast Asian country banned all Indian
nationals and foreign passengers travelling through
India from entering Cambodia in late April to curb
the spread of the Delta variant.

Cambodia is under a third wave of the pandemic
since February 20.The kingdom has so far registered
a total of 80,813 confirmed cases, with 1,526 fatali-
ties and 74,045 recoveries, according to the Health
Ministry. —IANS
